sound.
arpeggio The notes of a chord played one after the other.
bars and Music is divided into bars, to measure music and
beats there are beats in each bar. The more beats in a bar,
the quicker the music will sound (tempo). We can
also adjust this using the BPM (beats per minute).
sampled A recorded sound that is altered, such as looping or
sound changing the pitch (highs or low notes).
effects Change a sound by adding different effects (loops,
